Minutes

Closed session — members only

The Executive Director of ECG, Mike Sturgeon (MS), opened the closed session by presenting
the agenda for the afternoon (attached) before introducing the President.

The President of ECG, Costantino Baldissara (CB), warmly welcomed everyone to ltaly,
thanked the sponsors of the event, Rolfo and Sovereign.

MS reminded the participants about the voting process and then asked for a vote to approve
the minutes of the previous year. The Assembly approved them unanimously.

MS introduced Mats Eriksson (ME), Treasurer of ECG who summarised the 2015 financial
results which had been distributed earlier. Profit was €43,400 vs a budget of €6,909 and he
highlighted the main reasons for the difference before asking the meeting to vote to approve
the 2015 accounts and the report of the auditor. The meeting unanimously approved them.

ME then explained the budget for 2016 with a projected profit of €8,577 and asked the
meeting to vote to approve it. The meeting unanimously approved it.

MS then closed the session and the meeting adjourned for coffee.

Open session

MS welcomed the participants to the open session of the General Assembly and presented
the detailed agenda and timing for the afternoon (attached). He then reintroduced the
retiring President, CB, who made his report. He thanked the past and current board members
and secretariat staff who had supported him during his tenure, as well as his company,
Grimaldi Group.

MS then presented the current secretariat team and the major current projects which are the
biennial ECG Survey book and the ECG Conference which has been taken back in house. MS

then asked the meeting to vote on some interactive questions.

MS introduced Marcos Duato (MD) who reported on the activities of the Maritime & Ports
Working Group. MS then asked the meeting to vote on some interactive questions.

MS introduced Maximilian Altmann (MA) who reported on the activities of the Land
Transport Working Group. MS then asked the meeting to vote on some interactive questions.

MS introduced Ray MacDowall (RM) who reported on the activities of the UK & Ireland
Regional Meetings.

MS introduced Krzysztof Dakowicz (KD) who reported on the activities of the Eastern
Regional Meetings. MS then asked the meeting to vote on some interactive questions.

MS introduced Christian-Titus Klaiber (CTK) of KPMG, Course Director of the ECG Academy,
who reported on the activities of Course 10 as well as some future ideas. MS then asked the
meeting to vote on some interactive questions.

MS introduced Wolfgang Gobel (WG), Vice-President and Chairman of the Board. WG first
presented the highlights from the latest ECG Quarterly Confidence & Cost Trends survey,
showing some very positive responses. He then reported on OEM relations and the new
Industry Meetings as well as the lobbying Task Force and Working Groups that had emerged
from this process. WG went on to talk about his vision for the future development of these.

MS introduced Michael Blinning (MB) who reported on ECG’s EU affairs activities and
explained the aims of the lobbying Task Force in more detail. MS then asked the meeting to
vote on some interactive questions.

MS next reported on the activities of the Quality Working Group and its various sub-groups.
MS then asked the meeting to vote on some interactive questions.

MS then reintroduced MB who reported on the newly formed Digitalisation Working Group,
its activities and the members of the group. MS then asked the meeting to vote on some
interactive questions.

MS introduced Christian Lang (CL) who reported on the newly formed Capacity Working
Group, its activities and the members of the group. MS then asked the meeting to vote on
some interactive questions.

MS then introduced Jan Vollmer (JV), chairman of the ECG Academy Advisory Group (EAAG)
who reported the results of the ‘empty mileage’ survey which the group had recently carried
out.

Board discharge

MS asked the meeting if there were any further questions for the outgoing board. There being
none he called for a vote and the Assembly voted unanimously to approve the discharge of
the outgoing Board members.

Election of new board, President and Vice-President

MS explained that since there were only 14 candidates for the 15 available seats he proposed,
as has been done before, to hold a single vote if the meeting agreed. There was no objection
so MS presented the Board candidates being:

Three of the new candidates (Benguigui, Eisbrich and Kuiper) briefly introduced themselves
then MS asked if anyone had any questions for the candidates before he called for a vote and
the candidates were all unanimously elected.

MS then explained that the new President and Vice-President needed to be elected from the
new board members and that this would be for a two-year term. He introduced Wolfgang
Gobel as the sole candidate, and nominee of the outgoing board, for President then called for
a vote and he was unanimously elected. Next MS introduced Mats Eriksson as sole candidate,
and nominee of the outgoing board, for the role of Vice-President then called for a vote and
he was unanimously elected. MS congratulated all concerned on their election.

Presentations

MS invited CB to the stage to present the traditional ECG Golden Pins to the board members
standing down. He presented pins to Peter Borrmann (STVA) and to Johannes HédImayr on
behalf of Konrad Zwirner (HédImayr International) and thanked them for their service to the
association.

WG then presented a Golden Pin to CB to mark the end of his presidency after more than
seven years. He also presented a leather bound book containing letters and photographs from
the board members who had served during his mandate and, on behalf of all of the members
thanked him for his commitment, dedication and leadership of ECG during what had been the
most difficult of times for the industry.

Close
MS took the meeting through the timings and agenda for the evening’s event and the Spring

Congress the next day, before handing over to the President. WG announced that the 2017
venue would be Malta and formally closed the meeting.
