Quality 

ECG and Odette have recently updated their joint VIN label standard which they had 

elaborated for more operational efficiency. The new version makes the size of the label less 

prescriptive as we did not want this to be the element preventing an OEM from adopting the 

spirit of the document. We added the port of discharge as a possible destination for the vehicle 

on the labels as the final destination may not be known at the start of the transport. Besides 

this the list of fuel types and their Edifact codes for the digital messages have been completed

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in the Annex. So far Volvo Cars has taken up the standard and will deploy it on all of its flows 

in 2024-2025.  

We invite all OEMs to read this short and straightforward document and all LSPs to speak about 

it to their OEM clients. If the content and the placement of the VIN labels used in the supply 

chain is standardised significant operational efficiency improvements can be achieved. 

The small, dedicated group assessing the information needs of the LSPs, especially the shipping 

lines, finished its work and the short recommendation is now published. It suggests a list of 

information to be shared with the LSPs as they see them as essential for the efficient handling 

and stowing of the vehicles. The essential information consists of vehicle dimensions and fuel 

type for every transported car, with emergency handling information for the transported 

vehicle models.

1. FuelEU Maritime 

On 23 July, the European Commission and the European Maritime Safety Agency (EMSA) 

organised a webinar on the FuelEU Maritime Regulation. The purpose is to support companies 

with practical information on how to submit their monitoring plans for each ship by 31 August

2. Ship Financing Portal  

The European Commission just launched the Ship Financing Portal to boost the maritime 

sector's green transition. 

The Ship Financing Portal serves as a common database for businesses and other organisations 

seeking public or private finance for their needs, projects and/or technology development. 

This database includes a wide range of financial products such as grants, loans, and bonds. It 

will be updated periodically to reflect the latest opportunities within the sector. 

The Portal in a nutshell: 

• Consolidated resource: the portal centralises access to a variety of pan-European 

financing products, simplifying the search for suitable financing opportunities for 

stakeholders across the maritime sector. 

• Current information: it provides up-to-date details on available grants, loans, and other 

financing products administered by the EU, Member States, and private financial 

institutions. This ensures that users are informed about the latest financing opportunities. 

• Sector-specific solutions: the portal lists financing products relevant for the shipping 

sector, facilitating the development and deployment of technologies and services to 

promote shipping decarbonisation. This aligns with the EU's commitment to steer the 

maritime sector towards a green transition.
